· Support (e.g., mentoring, family support programs, circles of support, parenting strategies, dealing with trauma)
· Diagnosis/Assessment (e.g. diagnostic guidelines, prevalence, increasing community capacity for diagnosis)
The conference is open to family members, professionals, clinicians, paraprofessionals, and service providers in health/mental health, addictions, justice, education, prevention, child welfare, and anyone interested in FASD.

· Oral Presentation (individual, co-presenters or panel) – Oral presentations will provide an opportunity to present innovative projects or research pertaining to a relevant conference theme.  These interactive presentations may be 30, 45, or 90 minutes in length. 
· Workshop – Workshops will allow for the demonstration and application of techniques and skills related to one of the conference themes.  These interactive sessions will be 90 minutes in length. 
· Poster – Posters will offer a visual presentation of research findings or innovative community programs.  There will be a dedicated time for viewing posters and discussion with the presenter(s).  Poster board size is 4’ x 8’ and all materials must fit within this space.

All abstracts submitted will be reviewed by the Program Planning Committee and will be selected on the basis of:

· consistency with the overall conference theme and four priority areas;

All presenters will be expected to register for the conference.  Registration fees will be reduced for presenters of workshops and oral presentations but not for poster presentations.  No other expenses will be covered.
